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Happy Father’s Day to all the dads celebrating in thanksgiving the Holy Eucharist this 

Sunday. May God bless you exceedingly, protect and guide you. Indeed, fatherhood is a great 

vocation given by God the Father, Himself. When he, the Father, sent his only Son Jesus into the 

World, he entrusted him to St. Joseph; and earthly father, who was exemplary, generous and 

obedient. 

Pope Francis reflecting on this great vocation, wrote a few years ago; “Men to exist, to be 

complete and mature, they have to feel the joy of fatherhood. The Vocation of Fatherhood; of 

giving life to others, of pastoral paternity, of spiritual paternity is a Gift of God.” 

 In Truth God is the True Father and shares this role with earthly fathers; All are governed 

by love and propelled by love; self-giving Love. 

The 1st Reading and the Gospel today reveal today a Truth that is certain; God, Our Creator 

and Father is the one-in-charge! Prophet Ezekiel sees God lifting up the lowly and unproductive 

tree, withered and unresponsive and transform it from a twig to produce an abundance of Harvest, 

we read;  

“Thus says the Lord God, I will take from the crest of the cedar, from its topmost branches tear off 

a tender shoot, and plant it on a high and lofty mountain; on the mountain heights of Israel I will 

plant it. It shall put forth branches and bear fruit, and become a majestic cedar.”  

In the Gospel Reading, Jesus presents to us two Parables that reveal the power of his Father 

at work in Creation. 

 The 1st Parable reminds us of the farmers, we saw last month, planting corn and soya seeds 

in their farms with big machines. After planting they went home and trusted that the seeds would 

sprunt! They were right! The seeds sprouted and these young plants are wonderful to behold.  

The Question is: Do these farmers really reflect on the power at work making these plants 

grow? 

 In the 2nd Parable Jesus, draws us to reflect on the size of the seed, relative to the plant it 

becomes. The mustard seed is a tiny seed but once fully grown it becomes a shrub amazing to 

behold. How does this come to be? Brothers and Sisters we take for granted what goes on around 

us, yet it is God who directs all. 

It is God who gives everything that “inner hidden potentiality,” that transforms the created. 

This power is hidden from our eyes, but revealed in its results!   

God’s Divine Intervening Power is in us. This Power is the Holy Spirit, who works in us, 

many times in silence and hidden, but transforms us to the magnificent beings that we become. 

Many of us are unaware of this, and do not even recognize it. 

Mother Mary, recognizing God’s Power at work in her exulted with that wonderful prayer: 

the Magnificat; “My soul proclaims the Greatness of the Lord and my Spirit rejoices in God my 

Savior.”   
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“The Kingdom of God is as if a man would scatter seed on the 

ground, and would sleep and rise night and day, and the seed 

would sprout and grow, without his knowing how.”Mark 4:26-

COMPENDIUM OF THE CATECHISM OF THE CATHOLIC CHURCH 
THE SEVEN PETITIONS 

587. What is the structure of the Lord’s Prayer? 2803-2806,2857 

It contains seven petitions made to God the Father. The first three, 
more God-centered, draw us toward him for his glory; it is 
characteristic of love to think first of the beloved. These petitions 
suggest in particular what we ought to ask of him: the sanctification of 
his Name, the coming of his Kingdom, and the fulfillment of his will. 
The last four petitions present to the Father of mercies our 
wretchedness and our expectations. They ask him to feed us, to 
forgive us, to sustain us in temptations, and to free us from the Evil 
One. 
588. What does “Hallowed be thy Name” mean? 2807-2812, 2858 

To hallow or make holy the Name of God is above all a prayer of praise 
that acknowledges God as holy. In fact, God revealed his holy Name 
to Moses and wanted his people to be consecrated for him as a holy 
nation in which he would dwell. 
589. How is the Name of God made holy in us and in the 
world? 2813-2815                      

To make holy the Name of God, who calls us “to holiness” (1 
Thessalonians 4:7) is to desire that our baptismal consecration 
animate our whole life. In addition, it is to ask –with our lives and 
our prayers – that the Name of God be known and blessed by every 
man. 
590. What does the Church ask for when she prays “Thy 
Kingdom come”? 2816-2821, 2859 

The Church prays for the final coming of the Kingdom of God through 
Christ’s return in glory. The Church prays also that the Kingdom of God 
increase from now on through people’s sanctification in the Spirit and 
through their commitment to the service of justice and peace in 
keeping with the Beatitudes. This petition is the cry of the Spirit and 
the Bride: “Come, Lord Jesus” (Revelation 22:20). 
591. Why pray “Thy will be done on earth as it is in 
heaven”? 2822, 2827, 2860 

The will of the Father is that “all men be saved” (1 Timothy 2:4). For 
this Jesus came: to perfectly fulfill the saving will of his Father. We 
pray God our Father to unite our will to that of his Son after the 
example of the Blessed Virgin Mary and the saints. We ask that this 
loving plan be fully realized on earth as it is already in heaven. It is 
through prayer that we can discern “what is the will of God” (Romans 
12:2) and have the “steadfastness to do it” (Hebrews 10:36).

St. Aloysius Gonzaga  June 21st  

      Aloysius Gonzaga (156891) is a patron saint of young 
men. Born a prince in Lombardy, Aloysius began to practise 
prayer and penance at a young age, rejecting the values of 
his position and family Against great resistance, in 1585 he 
gave up his rights as eldest son and joined the Jesuits, hoping 
to go to the mission. Instead, in 1591 the plague broke out in 
Rome, and Aloysius offered himself to serve the sick and 
dying in the hospital. He caught the plague and died three 
months later, at just 23 years old. He was canonized in 1726.
